Forty Niner Country Club Estates Annual Meeting

January 20th, 2009

Meeting called to order at 7pm sharp by President Ginger Cross. 

Introductions of current board members were made and a thank you to members Leann, Becky and Ruth who have served their term and leaving the board. Also, Michael Gillooly will remain on another 2-year term.

Treasury report: In 2008 at years end we had 225 paid members and have received 9 paid members for 2009.  As stated in the By-Laws, Article IV, Section 3 we need 20% of legible members voting.  There were 75 votes for each new member, Mary Donovan, Mike Story, Becky Rebenstorf and continuing Michael Gillooly.  These numbers more than meet the By-Law requirements and new members were voted in. 

On the report it shows that we are in the black for once with security. Bills are paid for several months at a time so some months show larger payments than others. 

Trees and Mitigation: The washed are cleared twice a year when the washes are dry. There were two tree mitigations that are finally complete.  The golf course is finally complete and irrigation has been run to all the trees. 60 new trees with a 5-year warranty have replaced trees on the 5th hole that were cut down. If anyone sees these trees die out they can contact the board and they will see to it that the trees under warranty are replaced. 

Neighborhood Watch: There are 23 block areas with 400 homes involved.  We have 9 new block captains.  There was some vandalism and theft this year, some coyote attacks and a car burglary in July.  There was a block meeting in October to be on active watch during Halloween. New signs are up with a total of 9 in the neighborhood. We have a speeder through the neighborhood driving a white suburban and if anyone knows the young driver please have a talk with him. The license plates of the car are now known.

In early January there were two dirt bikes stolen from a house off wagon trail. One taken first then a second theft occurred a week later. 

Traffic Mitigation: We want to continue to make 49ers safe and are not after putting speed humps in the neighborhood. Our first task is to find a TIBA neighbor who is not on the board. TIBA neighbor is a liaison for the neighborhood and the board who works with Pima County directly. The TIBA job will be to have Pima County come to the neighborhood and evaluate the safety of the streets. Then they will make recommendations as to what needs to be done and how to do it.  Currently we are looking for a volunteer.

IRI: Frank complemented the Club on having made lots of improvements over the past year. Several activities have been scheduled in an effort to get the community together. The landscaping on hole 6 has been done, new pins out and equipment purchased to fluff up the sand traps purchased.  New events with ladies and men’s golf days are taking place along with kids summer camp and poker tournaments planned.  Todd promises more changes will happen in 2009.  There was a loose dog on the golf course that bit a player and a reminder to all homeowners to keep their dogs off the course when golfers are playing.  There has been leniency for homeowners using the course but are asked for the courtesy of staying clear when golfers are playing.   New golf carts have been purchased but they will continue to be gas cars due to the difficulty the Club has had with the city to build a new cart barn. 

Neighborhood Safety: Mike thanked Claire for her hard work and complimented her for her diligence with the neighborhood watch.  Most of the things that happen in forty Niners are about the quality of living. Overall there is minimal activity for a 400 home neighborhood. We have had better security by going to Dictograph and it has been more cost effective for us.  A sing at the entrance and another at the two entrances off of Wentworth are in place.  On Halloween we doubled our forces with using Dictograph and off duty sheriff that seemed to be helpful with only a few incidences. 

Social:  Activities that were planned this year were well attended and we will continue to schedule spring and fall garage sale, pool parties, Halloween party, Santa & Christmas party to encourage neighborhood involvement.  The Newsletter is continuing to be phased out as we keep gathering neighbor emails.  Advertising in the newsletter is offered to paid homeowners with camera-ready artwork. Call Ginger.

Architectural Review:  We live in a neighborhood where there are CC&R’s that we all agreed to abide by when we purchased our homes here. The committee is pro-change for improvements with requests rarely denied.  Francie Hilkemeyer is the HOA liaison that handles this for the neighborhood.  There is a process that will help if a plan is denied. The homeowner can go to the architectural committee to re evaluate.  Storage sheds and trailers continue to be a big issue. Sheds are supposed to be screened and trailers are just not allowed at all as stated in the CC& R’s.  Motor homes are being looked at but are not in the CC&R’s.  If anyone is living in an RV on a property then that needs to be reported to Pima County for a zoning violation.  Whether you pay the association dues for membership or not you still have to follow the rules. The CC&R’s at Forty Niners are minimal compared to other neighborhoods and the few that we do have will be enforced to keep the neighborhood looking its best.

Annual minutes were passed out at the beginning and reviewed. A motion was moved, second and approved.

New members Mike Story, Becky Rebenstof, Mary Donovan and Michael Giloolly were voted in with      votes. 

To mention a quick note on the Fazio project, the last update reported there have been threats from Fazio to turn his neighbors in for zoning violations. He wants to move forward with his project and to be left alone or he will take personal action on neighbors.  The Tanque Verde Nieghborhood coalition continues to fight his permit approvals.
